The book will 
open in 
QuickView 
mode.  

 

6) The book will 
display with the 
Table of 
Contents in a 
frame on the 
right, and the 
pages of the 
book on the left. 
 
To move 
through the 
book, you may 
click on any 
section or 
chapter, or use 
the arrow keys 
to move forward 
and backward 
through the 
pages. 

 

7) If you want to 
print pages you 
can click on  
InfoTools, and 
then select Print. 
You can print 
the Current 
Page, or enter a 
range of pages 
(i.e. 9-12).  
 
For optional 
additional tools,  
you may want to 
try the ebrary 
Reader, by 
clicking on blue 
box

software (if not 
already installed 
on your 
computer). 
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
